Purpose of the Job


Provide a professional service to the company and its European operations in France and Spain. Apply the supply co-ordination, inventory management, forecast analysis and returns process to agreed service level and inventory performance parameters.  
Job Content and Context

1. Achieve targets set by the Procurement and Inventory Manager
2. Liaise and build relationships with key personnel in the French and Spanish operations in order to receive timely and accurate information in regards to product demand and provide accurate and up to date supply reporting. 

3. Monitor overall stock levels and escalate overstock/under-stock situations.  This will require high level forecasting reviews including historical and future sales data, with focus on the operation’s key account requirements. Work with the Inventory and Product Management Teams to ensure that delivery commitments are achievable and fulfilled within deadlines. 

4. Liaise with Logistics to co-ordinate allocation of inventory and manage prioritisation of supply to the company’s European network.

5. Maintain the Oracle based system to ensure the most accurate information is 

always available to the company.

6. Ensure the company’s legal requirements are met with respect to the purchase 

and transportation of goods. 

7. Manage the return of all stocks including License LODs, Excess/Aged/EOL/Faulty

8. Review requests for supply of consignment stock and ensure that supply does not impact agreed stock weeks cover.

9. Any ad-hoc duties deemed appropriate by the Procurement and Inventory Manager.
Performance Standards


1. Targets set by the Procurement and Inventory Manager are achieved within the time scales agreed.

2. Make sure you are receiving the most up to date information on product availability by constantly communicating with Inventory and Product Management.

3. A weekly meeting with the team manager to ensure workloads are sustainable and highlight areas of escalation.
